GRADE 10

CHV20
- Civics
Grade 10 Open

Open

This course explores rights and responsibilities associated with being an active citizen in
a democratic society. Students will explore issues of civic importance such as healthy
schools, community planning, environmental responsibility, and the influence of social
media, while developing their understanding of the role of civic engagement and of
political processes in the local, national, and/or global community. Students will apply
the concepts of political thinking and the political inquiry process to investigate, and
express informed opinions about, a range of political issues and developments that are
both of significance in today’s world and of personal interest to them.

- Career Studies
Grade 10 Open

Open

This course gives students the opportunity to develop the skills, knowledge, and habits
that will support them in their education and career/life planning. Students will learn
about global work trends and seek opportunities within the school and community to
expand and strengthen their transferable skills and their ability to adapt to the
changing world of work. On the basis of exploration, reflective practice, and decision-
making processes, students will make connections between their skills, interests, and
values and their postsecondary options, whether in apprenticeship training, college,
community living, university, or the workplace. They will set goals and create a plan for
their first postsecondary year. As part of their preparation for the future, they will learn
about personal financial management — including the variety of saving and borrowing
tools available to them and how to use them to their advantage — and develop a budget
for their first year after secondary school.

Students will plan and write
simple computer programs by applying fundamental programming concepts and learn
to create clear and maintainable internal documentation. They will also learn to
manage a computer by studying hardware configurations, software selection, operating
system functions, networking, and safe computing practices. Students will also
investigate the social impact of computer technologies and develop an understanding
of environmental and ethical issues related to the use of computers.

PPZ3C College This course enables students to examine the factors that influence their own health

practices and behaviours as well as those factors that contribute to the development of
healthy communities. It emphasizes the concept of wellness, which addresses all
aspects of well-being — physical, cognitive, emotional, spiritual, and social —and
promotes healthy eating, physical activity, and building and maintaining a positive
sense of self. Students will develop the skills necessary to make healthy choices and
create a personal wellness plan. They will also design initiatives that encourage others
to lead healthy, active lives. The course prepares students for college programs in
health sciences, fitness, wellness, and health promotion.

This course provides students with the fundamental knowledge of and skills relating to
environmental science that will help them succeed in work and life after secondary
school. Students will explore a range of topics, including the impact of human activities
on the environment; human health and the environment; energy conservation;
resource science and management; and safety and environmental responsibility in the
workplace. Emphasis is placed on relevant, practical applications and current topics in
environmental science, with attention to the refinement of students’ literacy and
mathematical literacy skills as well as the development of their scientific and
environmental literacy.

forms by Indigenous authors/creators from other periods in expressing ideas related to
these themes. Students will also create oral, written, and media texts to explore their
own ideas and understanding, focusing on the development of literacy, communication,
and critical and creative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily life.
The course is intended to prepare students for the compulsory Grade 12 English college
preparation course.

Grade 11

Cooperative Education is a planned learning experience, for which during summer
school one or two credits are earned, that integrates classroom theory and learning
experiences at a workplace. The experience enables students to apply and refine the
knowledge and skills acquired in a related curriculum course.

This course consists of a community-connected experience and a cooperative education
curriculum that incorporates relevant expectations from the student’s related course
(or courses). Students will develop skills, knowledge, and habits of mind that will
support them in their learning at school and beyond, today and in the future, as well as
in their education and career/life planning. Within the context of the community
connected experience, students will apply, extend, and refine skills and knowledge
acquired in their related course or courses and will apply skills, knowledge, and habits
of mind that will protect and promote their health, safety, and well-being. They will
create and implement a learning plan that meets the student’s particular interests and
needs, reflect on their learning, and make connections between their experience in the
community and other aspects of their lives.

GRADE 12

ENGA4C College This course emphasizes consolidation of literacy, critical thinking, and communication

- English skills. Students will analyse informational texts and literary works from various time

Grade 12 College periods, countries, and cultures; write research reports, summaries, and short
analytical essays; complete an independent study project; and analyse the interactions
among media forms, audiences, and media industry practices. An important focus will
be on establishing appropriate style and using business and technical language
effectively.

ENG4U University | This course emphasizes the consolidation of the literacy, communication, and critical

- English and creative thinking skills necessary for success in academic and daily life. Students

Grade 12 will analyse a range of challenging literary texts from various periods, countries, and

University cultures; interpret and evaluate informational and graphic texts; and create oral,
written, and media texts in a variety of forms. An important focus will be on using
academic language coherently and confidently, selecting the reading strategies best
suited to a particular text and particular purposes for reading, and developing greater
control in writing. The course is intended to prepare students for university, college, or
the workplace.

OLC40 Open This course is designed to help students acquire and demonstrate the cross-curricular

- Ontario literacy skills that are evaluated by the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test.

Secondary School Students who complete the course successfully will meet the provincial literacy

Literacy Course requirement for graduation. Students will read a variety of informational, narrative, and

Grade 12 Open graphic texts and will produce a variety of forms of writing, including summaries,
information paragraphs, opinion pieces, and news reports. Students will also maintain
and manage a literacy portfolio containing a record of their reading experiences and
samples of their writing.

EWC4U University | This course emphasizes knowledge and skills related to the craft of writing. Students

- English will analyse models of effective writing; use a workshop approach to produce a range of

Writer’s Craft works; identify and use techniques required for specialized forms of writing; and

Grade 12 identify effective ways to improve the quality of their writing. They will also complete a

University major paper as part of a creative or analytical independent study project and
investigate opportunities for publication and for writing careers.
